“Living in the covenant of your baptism.”
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“In Christian love you have presented these children for Holy Baptism.  You should, therefore, faithfully bring them to the services of God’s house, and teach them the Lord’s Prayer, the Creed and the Ten Commandments.  As they grow in years, you should place in their hands the Holy Scriptures and provide for their instruction in the Christian faith…”

These familiar words from the Service of Baptism will gain added meaning as your child enters grades 6, 7, and 8.  The majority of the confirmation education will take place in those grades.

While classroom learning is very important to your child’s knowledge of faith, experience is also a very important factor.  For this reason your child will be involved in service projects throughout the year.  
Core Courses

6th Grade – Living Faith

9th Grade –

Students will be confirmed on Reformation Sunday their 9th grade year.  During that year they will be required to attend Sunday evening classes from the middle of September until Reformation Sunday, which is at the end of October.
Structure and Procedure
· Each student is responsible for bringing their Bible and a pencil to class.

· We ask that the students take 15 Worship notes per year.  Worship is where God meets us in Word and Sacrament, and we are fed the “Bread of Life”.  It goes without saying that Worship is an expectation of the Confirmation ministry.  If you go to another church, you may take worship notes there and bring them back to Cross.  When your Worship Notes are completed please put them in the folder outside the church office marked “Completed Worship Notes”.  

· During Advent and Lenten worship, students are asked to attend worship services and take worship notes.  We ask that a total of 5 “Special Services” worship notes be taken.  The dates for these are located on page 9 of the handbook.
· School snow days will be considered Confirmation snow days as well.  Call the church office if you have any questions and listen to the announcements at school.

· Discipline – we hope this will not be a problem, but in case it is parents will be contacted.  We plan to work together in partnership.

· Parents will attend class with their child the first Wednesday of each month, and Mentors will attend with your child the third Wednesday of each month.
Parent Responsibilities

· Show interest in the confirmation program.  Your observations, suggestions, participation, and especially your help are encouraged.  

· Be a good example.  Young people learn most of their attitudes and behaviors from their home life.  If you show by example the importance of spiritual life, your child will follow.

· Help your child accomplish his or her worship notes.  Show interest in what is being learned and discussed.  If you are not able to get your child to church please see the list of available volunteers to pick-up your child for Wednesday and Sunday classes/worship. This list will be mailed out after the first meeting.  We also put the services on our website if your child is unable to attend church.
· If your child is scheduled to acolyte and cannot for any reason, please help them to find a replacement.  After finding a replacement please contact the church office by the end of day the Thursday before their scheduled service.  A list of confirmands names and numbers will be sent home the first week of confirmation.
